Upon Successful Submission of Online 

Application

• Data is automatically entered into database

• Three emails are sent:

1.Parent email account as entered in application

2.Student’s school email account

Manager

• A summary of the data entered is provided 

within the email the student and parent receives.

• Resubmissions are permitted should you need to 

change any information already entered.

• A Southern Regional 

High School 

Scholarship Committee 

determines the 

remaining 15% based on 

the donors’ criteria.



How do you find out if you have been 

awarded a scholarship?
• Letters get sent home in the 

second week of May

– Informing you that you have been 
selected as a scholarship/s 
recipient but, not informing you 
as to which scholarship/s you 
have received.

– Inviting you to the Scholarship 
Award Ceremony which is 
Wednesday, June 5, 2013 in the

11-12 Gymnasium beginning at 
6:00 p.m.
