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Bullying Warning Signs

The following may be signs that your child is being bullied:

Avoiding certain situations, people, or places, such as pretending to be sick so that he or she does not
have to go to school

Changes in behavior, such as being withdrawn and passive, being overly active and aggressive, or
being self-destructive

Frequent crying or feeling sad

Signs of low self-esteem

Being unwilling to speak or showing signs of fear when asked about certain situations, people, or places
Signs of injuries

Suddenly receiving lower grades or showing signs of learning problems

Recurrent unexplained physical symptoms such as stomach pains and fatigue
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
