Southern Regional Middle School provides its students with a unique educational envi-
ronment.  The school is comprised of two grade levels with students coming from one 
sending and three constituent districts. 
 
Southern Regional Middle School is teamed at each grade level.  Teams consist of four 
core subject teachers and a guidance counselor who meet twice a week to plan and 
address student needs.  Teams facilitate communication between school and 
home.  SRMS educators have taken the challenge of developing a program that is both 
rigorous and student-centered. 
 
Guidance counseling, Child Study Team services, mentoring, Homework Habitat, peer 
tutoring and peer leadership are all offered as a part of the Middle School’s student as-
sistance programs.  These programs, among others, provide students and their families 
with pro-active opportunities to function successfully in school, at home, and in the 
community. 
 
Individual education programs for students with special needs may take many forms 
and include both in-district and out-of-district programs.  At Southern Regional Middle 
School, multiple special education services are available:  Resource Room, Self-
contained, In-Class Support, Compass, Physical and Speech Therapy. These programs 
are designed to assist those students who have difficulty learning in a traditional class-
room setting. 
 
In addition to strong academics, Southern Regional Middle School students are afforded 
interscholastic and co-curricular programs.  Students are encouraged to participate in 
extra-curricular programs to assist them in becoming well-rounded individuals.  Partici-
pation in extra-curricular activities is celebrated at the annual Activity Day Picnic. 
 
Southern Regional Middle School students have frequently received recognition and 
awards for their achievement from the Ocean County Math League, the Thinking Cap 
Quiz Bowl, the Stafford Township Arbor Day Contest, the Manahawkin Elks Essay Con-
test, the All South Jersey Band, the All South Jersey Orchestra, the Johns Hopkins Talent 
Search, and the American Scholastic Press Association Awards.  Southern Regional Mid-
dle School student athletes have also garnered frequent recognition for their individual 
and team achievements.  Southern Regional Middle School is an exciting place to be!  All 
students are encouraged to find an activity through which to explore their interests.

Discipline Code 
 Philosophy: All students are expected to exercise self-control and conduct them-
selves as young ladies and gentlemen at all times.  The behavior of students should reflect the 
standards of good citizenship expected of members in a democratic society.  Students shall, at all 
times, respect constituted authority and the rights of others.  High standards of courtesy, decen-
cy, morality, appropriate language, honesty, and wholesome relationships with others shall be 
maintained at all times.  While public education is a right of American youth, it is not an absolute 
right.  Students do not have the right to deny other students the opportunity of being educated. 
 

Student Discipline Code 
 Pursuant to N.J.S.A. Title 18A:37-1 et seq., which clearly states, “Any pupil who is guilty of 
continual and willful disobedience, or of open defiance of authority of any teacher or person 
having authority over him, or the habitual use of profanity or of obscene language, or who shall 
cut, deface, or otherwise injure property, shall be liable to punishment and to suspension or 
expulsion from school.”  Southern Regional Board of Education does hereby establish this policy 
and its penalties to protect the health and welfare of all students and employees. 
 

Administrative Alternatives 
 Failure to attend disciplinary assignments will not be tolerated and will result in additional 
disciplinary action and parental conferences. 
 

Detention Information 
  When you are assigned a detention, arrive on time.  The detention period is to be spent 
in studying, doing homework, reading, or other appropriate gainful purpose.  You are to bring 
the necessary books and materials with you.  Classroom conduct will be expected.  All Day De-
tention is a self-contained, full-day time of isolation during which students are expected to do 
school work.  Procedures will be given to students when so assigned.  Saturday Detention follows 
the same guidelines as stated in the detention section.  The Saturday Detention is held in the 11-
12 All Day Detention room from 8:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.  Failure to attend an assigned Saturday 
Detention will result in further disciplinary action. 
 

Suspension Information 
 Out-of-School Suspension is the removal of a student from the functioning school day.  A 
student may not attend any school function during the time he/she is suspended.  The student is 
not permitted in the school building or on school property during the period of his/her Out-of-
School Suspension.  Any student who is suspended will be subject to a readmit meeting with the 
Assistant Principal or Principal.  Subsequent suspensions may result in a conference with the 
Superintendent to determine the student’s status and future in our school system.  Listed below 
are the multiple suspension consequences that apply throughout the entire school year. 
First Suspension:  all policies and obligations apply during suspension period. 
Second Suspension: same as above, plus loss of day trips. 
Third Suspension: same as above, plus student may not attend or participate in interscholastic, 
intramural, or any other special event. (timeframe to be set by administration) 
Fourth Suspension:  same as above, plus loss of end-of-year activities such as Activity Day Picnic, 
Competition Day, Prom, and/or the Senior Trip. 
*Students presently involved in extra-curricular activities will be subject to the Extra-
Curricular/Activity Participation Policy. 
 

Expulsion 
 It is hereby defined as a penalty imposed upon any student by the Southern Regional 
Board of Education after the recommendation by the building principal or his delegate prohibiting 
that student from attending the Southern Regional District Schools or any of its functions. 

Dress Code & Hall Passes 
Student Dress Expectations 
 Creating an optimal learning environment requires that many elements be combined.  
One very important element is establishing personal appearance guidelines for everyone who 
participates within the learning community. 
 Students are expected to present themselves in a neat, clean, and orderly condition.  
Clothing should be appropriate for learning and reflect a healthy, business-like atmosphere.  
Modesty is essential and will be demanded.  Revealing, suggestive, or distracting clothing is 
not conducive to learning and is therefore not permitted. 
Examples are: 

 Every student should be clean and fully dressed. Attire should not be injurious to health and 
welfare, or disruptive to the educational process. 

 Hats, bandannas, or head coverings are not to be worn during the school day and will be 
confiscated.** 

 Footwear is required at all times. Slippers are not permitted. 

 Pajama bottoms and tops are not allowed. 

 Clothing indecently patched or torn is unacceptable. 

 Clothing must cover all undergarments. 

 Sunglasses are not to be worn in the building. 

 Gloves are not to be worn in the building during the school day. 

 Skirts and shorts should be of a suitable professional length as determined by the admin-
istration. 

 Skirts, shorts, and pants must cover all bare skin at the waistline and no undergarments 
should be visible.

*off-the-shoulder sleeves  *offensive writing or graphics *tube tops  
*halter tops     *undergarments visible         *bare midriffs  

All of the above are unacceptable and are in violation of dress code policy. See the 
DRESS CODE in the Student Agenda Book for more details. 
 

**Parents should contact the grade specific Assistant Principal to make arrangements for the 
return of confiscated item(s). 
 

 The dress guidelines as previously explained are in effect at school functions (plays, 
concerts, and co-curricular programs).  Hats may be worn at athletic contests only.  There 
are, however, special activities in the school such as gym, band, science, foods labs, shops, 
etc., where special dress is required during that class period with the teacher’s approval. 
 School dress standards exceed the dress expectations of other segments of the stu-
dent’s daily activities.  Student recognition within a school should be on a basis of accomplish-
ments and achievements and not as a result of a distracting or unhealthy appearance.  Under-
standing these basic expectations, coupled with the willingness to meet these standards, will 
both enhance student performance and contribute to a successful learning environment. 
 If a student does not dress in accordance with the above policy, he/she will be given an 
opportunity to conform.  A student will not be allowed to participate in any co-curricular or 
class activity if dressed inappropriately. 
 Administration reserves the right to change the dress code standards at any time based 
on the ever changing fashion climate. 

Hall Passes: 
Class time is essential.  No passes will be issued except in cases of emergency or 
for the purpose of instructional activities assigned by the teachers.  Any student out 
of an assigned class must have the proper hall pass with the teacher’s signature, 
student’s destination, the date, and the time the student left the classroom.  Passes 
will not be issued by teachers to use the telephone during the school day.  Monthly 
hall passes, once issued, will only be replaced in extreme cases.

The PARCC will be administered to students enrolled in English 9, English 10, English 
11, Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II. 
 

Additional standardized tests are also available for students, as needed.  Students 
should meet with their counselor to develop a testing plan.  The following tests are 
offered at Southern Regional to assist our students in preparing for the college ad-
mission process: PSAT (Preliminary Scholastic Achievement Test), SAT (Scholastic 
Achievement Test), and ACT (American College Testing).

MEDICATIONS –  
The NJ State Department of Education issues guidelines for the administration of medications in school. Below 
is a brief summary of those guidelines; a more detailed version is available in the Health Services link at 
SRSD.net.  

1. Every school year, a parent/guardian must present a written and signed order from a licensed 
physician or from an advanced practice nurse along with written parental permission for a child 
to take prescription or over-the-counter medicines in school.   

2. All medication must be kept in the original container and may be administered only by the school nurse 
in the Nurse’s Office. All medication must be brought to the Nurse's Office by the parent or guardian. 
Supplements and capsules that appear to be medications, if not prescribed, will be considered as sub-
stances under the substance abuse policy.  

3. Parents are responsible for notifying the School Nurse every school year if their child is carrying emer-
gency medication such as epi-pens or inhalers; proper medical and parental forms must be completed. 

4. Any unused medication must be picked up by the student’s parent/guardian on the last day of the school 
year or the school nurse will discard the medication.  

5. Medication Forms and Action Plans for allergies, asthma and diabetes are available within the 
Health Services link at SRSD.net. (Self-carry/self-administration permission for epi-pens and 
inhalers is included in the action plan.) 

 
IMMUNIZATIONS-  
According to the NJ Department of Health, each student is required to have the following immunizations: DTaP, 
Tdap, Polio, MMR, Hepatitis B, Meningococcal, Varicella, and Mantoux. Specific information about dosing 
requirements is available on the SRSD.net website in the Health Services link.  
 
SCREENINGS-  
Any parent/guardian, counselor, teacher or student may request a vision or hearing screening at any time during 
the school year if a problem is suspected. Height, weight, and blood pressure screenings are conducted annually. 
Visual acuity is conducted biennially through grade 10 and auditory acuity is conducted in grades 7 and 11. 
Please contact the school nurse if you do not have vision insurance and need assistance getting an eye exam and 
purchasing glasses for a student.  A scoliosis examination is performed biennially on students between the ages 
of 10-18. Any parent/guardian wishing his or her child to be excluded from this examination must contact the 
school nurse. 
 
SPORTS PHYSICAL FORMS –  
No athlete may participate in try-outs, practice, etc. without the appropriate forms on file. Physical forms and 
health history update questionnaires are available on the SRSD.net website in the Health Services link.  
 
OTHER INFORMATION-  

Each school building has an automated external defibrillator (AED) that is accessible during the school day 
for sudden cardiac events. 

A medical exam is recommended at least once during each developmental stage, grades 7 through 12. Con-
tact your child’s medical home for an exam and send in any medical exam forms to the health office. 
Please update the school nurse through written documentation of any changes in your child’s health. If 
your child does not have health insurance, NJ Family Care may be able to help. A link to this resource 
is available on the SRSD.net website in the Health Services link.

Eligibility Requirements: 

1. All students must pass a minimum 15 credits each semester in order to be eligible for 
participation in a co-curricular activity (30 credits per year).  Master lists of students 
eligible are available in the Athletic Office and Guidance Office. 

2. Eligibility for activities will be determined on a semester basis.  Eligibility for other 
activities (clubs, newspapers, etc.) will be determined on a semester basis for contin-
ued eligibility.  Any exception to these requirements due to unusual circumstances will 
be presented to the principal for determination as to an individual’s eligibility. 

3. Determination of eligibility under any of the above may be appealed to the High 
School Principal who shall consider any mitigating or extenuating circumstances. 

NCAA Requirements: 
 

1. NCAA Division I requires 16 core course and NCAA Division II requires 14 core 
courses.

Lockers: Lockers are supplied for the convenience of students.  They are owned and maintained by the school.  Every student is 
responsible for the contents of his or her own locker.  Anything found in the locker will be the responsibility of the student to 
whom the locker is assigned.  Lockers are subject to random search at any time and individual lockers may be searched at any 
time.  The school does not recognize any right of privacy which a student may wish to claim with regard to the locker.  New Jer-
sey law (N.J.S.A. 18A:36-19.2) provides that lockers or other storage facilities may be searched on reasonable grounds and peri-
odically inspected, provided that students are informed in writing at the beginning of the school year that such inspections may 
occur, so as not to create an expectation of privacy.  Lockers must be cleaned out by the last day of school.  Items left will be 
disposed of appropriately. 

Valuables In School: Students are cautioned not to bring large amounts of money, radios, cameras, or other valuables to school, and if they wear glasses or 
watches, to keep track of them at all times.  Students, not the school, are responsible for their personal property.  If it is necessary to bring more money than is 
needed for the normal school day or a given activity, leave it at the main office for safekeeping.  Do not leave valuables in your locker.   BOTH HALL AND GYM 
LOCKERS SHOULD BE LOCKED AT ALL TIMES. 
Telephone Usage: Students’ use of the telephone during the school day is on an emergency basis only and they should use the student phone provided in the 
Main Office.  Cell phone use is NOT permitted during school hours. 
Textbooks: Textbooks are issued by your teachers.  You should have your name, teacher’s name and homeroom clearly written on the front cover.  All 
textbooks should be covered at all times to prolong the life of the textbook.  Any damage done to the book, including the loss of the book, will result in a fine 
when the book is collected. 
Obligations: Any item, equipment, textbooks, etc., which have been lost or not returned will be considered a “financial obligation.”  Any and all such obligations 
must be reconciled prior to the issuance of prom bids, parking permits, the senior trip and graduation. 
Library: The library is open every school day from 7:30 am to 3:00 pm. (End of each day hours are subject to change) Most books may be borrowed 
for four weeks and are renewable.  Magazines, pamphlets and books in great demand are restricted to one week sign-out.  Reference books can be signed out 
overnight.  Copies of Board Policies, Affirmative Action Plans and other school documents are located in the library office. 
Cafeteria Procedure: Student behavior in the cafeteria is based on courtesy and cleanliness.  Students are to be on time and to remain in the cafeteria the en-
tire lunch period.  At no time are pupils allowed to take food outside of the cafeteria.  Students are expected to clean up and return trays and to follow directions 
of the staff in the cafeteria.  Regular breakfast:$1.75; reduced breakfast:$.30; regular lunch: $2.95; regular lunch with fries: $3.35;  reduced lunch: $0.40; milk: 
$0.50 for students (prices subject to change). 
Transportation: 
A majority of the students at Southern Regional are dependent upon the bus transportation to get to and from school.  This means that a few reasonable and nec-
essary regulations must be stated and enforced. 

1. Students’ should be on time at the designated bus stops. 
2. Good order is essential.  The bus driver is the person of authority in full charge of his/her bus and shall be responsible for good order. 
3. The driver may assign to each student a definite seat which the student shall occupy subject to change by the Principal and/or the bus driver and/or the As-

sistant Principal. 
4. Students are to use seatbelts where provided. 
5. The bus driver will report unmanageable students to the Administration for disciplinary action. 
6. All school regulations are in effect on buses. 
7. Parents or guardians of students suspended from the bus are responsible for providing transportation to and from school. 

Activity Buses: Students participating in athletics, band, or extra-curricular activities will be issued special passes.  These passes shall enable them to ride buses 
at times other than the regular bus run.  Students wishing to come in for make-up or wishing to stay late must obtain a special bus pass from the teach-
er or sponsor of the activity for which they are staying.  Students are expected to remain w ith the teacher in charge in the designated class-
room.  All students are expected to promptly report to their extra-curricular or extra help sessions and document their necessity to being in the building with a 
pass.  Remaining in the building without proper accountability or purpose and time will result in disciplinary action and/or reduction of privileges.  A bus pass is 
needed to board the activity bus.  Any student who leaves school property will not be permitted to ride the bus. 
Student Parking: STUDENT PARKING IS A PRIVILEDGE.  Any violation of school rules or Board policy may result in revocation of that privilege.  
Students failing to meet assigned disciplinary obligations or accumulating excessive absences or tardies may have this privilege withheld or revoked. 
A limited number of juniors and seniors will be permitted to register their automobiles and drive to school.  They are to park only in their designated parking area.  
No underclassmen will be permitted to register their automobiles.  Registration forms are available in the 11/12 Main Office.  In each case, the owner’s registration 
card and driver’s license must be submitted for recording.  Cars must display the SRHS parking permit.  Permits may be purchased for $2.00 with parental con-
sent.  Decal must be affixed to the rear window low on the passenger side. Vehicles with tinted windows, plastic windows, or no rear window must place the decal 
on the low side of the passenger-side windshield. Any student found parking in a faculty parking place, parking w ithout valid permit, or driving 
in a reckless manner while on school property will be subject to losing his/her parking privilege and/or having his/her car ticketed by the Stafford Township Police 
Department.  Automobiles which are parked on Southern Regional property may be searched for drugs, alcohol, or other contraband without notice from school 
authorities. 
Lost And Found: Personal articles may be found in the Main Office.  Clothing, textbooks, and notebooks may be found in the cafeteria.  
Fire Drill: Students are to follow the directions of staff members and evacuate the building in a quiet and orderly manner.  Students are expected to strictly ad-
here to posted evacuation routes found in each classroom.  When outside the building, continue to move 100 ft. from the building.  Stay outside with the teacher 
and wait for the signal to re-enter the building. 
Secure All: Some emergency circumstances require that staff and students remain in the building.  In these instances instructions will be administered over the 
intercom.

Attendance Policy and Procedure 
Philosophy; It is the policy of this Board to require 
that the pupils enrolled in the schools of this district attend 
school regularly in accordance with the laws of this State. 
The educational programs offered are predicated upon the 
presence of pupils and require continuity of instruction 
and classroom participation. The regular contact of pupils 
with one another and their participation in a well-planned 
instructional activity under the tutelage of a teacher are 
vital in order for them to master course proficiencies. 
The Board shall require from the parent of each child or 
from an adult student who has been absent from school or 
from class for any reason a written statement of the cause 
for such absence. The Board may report to appropriate 
authorities infractions of the law regarding the attendance 
of students below the age of sixteen (16). 
 

Student Attendance 
Students are expected to attend class on a regular basis. 
Students may not exceed 18 absences for the year.  
Every absence counts towards the 18 day maxi-
mum. NJ State Law requires students to be in 
school for 4 hours to receive attendance credit for a 
given day. Any tardys or early dismissals on a 1/2 
day of school will result in an absence. 
 

Attendance Thresholds 
18 absences 
19-24 absences no credit status 
A student with absences in excess of 24 days may only 
have credit restored via a Principal review. 
A student cannot have more than 10 lates 
and/or early dismissals to qualify for perfect 
attendance. 
 
College Visits 
Any student going on a college visit will be given a maxi-
mum of three days per year for 11th  & 12th  grade stu-
dents  only. 
Proof of verification must be shown to the attendance 
officer upon return to school. It should be a letter on the 
college letterhead, signed by the admissions office, with 
the students name and date they were at the college for 
the visit. In order for the day to be excused as a college 

visit, it must be an official college letter, not a letter 
written by the parent. 

Early Dismissals  
Where possible, dental and medical appointments 
should be made for hours when school is not in session.  
There are often legitimate reasons for such appoint-
ments during school hours. 
When dismissal for such purposes is necessary, the 
following steps must be completed: 
1. A note signed by a parent or guardian must be pre-
sented to the Attendance Office before homeroom on 
the day of the requested early dismissal. The note will 
be validated by phone. The note should include the 
student’s name, I.D. number, parent’s name, and a 
phone number at which the parent/guardian can be 
reached for confirmation. The Administration may grant 
the early dismissal only if a parent/guardian can be 
contacted. If the note cannot be verified, the student 
will not be dismissed. 
2. The parent or guardian must come into the Attend-
ance Office and sign out the student at the time re-
quested. For grades 7 & 8 report to the Main Office and 
for grades 9 – 12 attendance is located in the 9/10 
bldg. across from the auditorium. Parents/guardians will 
also be asked to show a valid identification be-
fore their student is permitted to leave. Stu- 
dents will only be released to the persons you have 
listed on your child’s Emergency Contact Form. 
Please be sure that this information is accurate 
and that all phone numbers are up to date. 
Students who are eighteen years old must also follow 
the above procedures. However, the parent is not re-
quired to come in and sign out their student as long as 
we have a completed 18-year old permission to drive 
form on file for your student. 
Upperclassmen students are not permitted to 
sign out younger siblings from school even if 
they are 18 years old. 

Tardiness 
If a student is late to homeroom more than five (5) 
times, detentions will be assigned on the fifth, tenth, 
fifteenth, twentieth, and all subsequent tardys. 
Students who have accumulated excessive tardiness or 
absences, students who are in danger of failing, or stu-
dents who are discipline problems may be prohibited 
from participation in school activities that require their 
absence from school or class. In addition, parking privi-
leges may be suspended and/or revoked.  

Cutting Class 
Students who are absent from class without authoriza-
tion while being in school shall be referred to the ad-
ministration for disciplinary action for cutting class. Ad-
ditionally, the attendance policy regarding credit status 
will be applied. All students cutting class must receive a 

“0” as a grade for that day unless notified to the con-
trary by the administration. 

Vacations 
Vacations during the school year are strongly discour-
aged. When a parent decides that the student must 
join the family on vacation, the following procedures 
must be followed: 
Seven days prior to the first day of the vacation, the 
student must present a written vacation request to the 
Attendance Office from the parent covering the period 
of absence and the reason. 
The Attendance Office will provide a vacation request 
form to the student. It is the student’s responsibility to 
complete the entire form and return it to the Attend-
ance Office prior to leaving on vacation. 
Failure to follow this procedure could result in these 
absences counting as unexcused and loss of the oppor-
tunity to make up the work missed, i.e., a grade of 
zero for all missed work. 
Approval of the school will depend on the academic, 
attendance and behavioral status of the student. 
The student is expected to obtain, in advance, as much 
work as is available at that time from the teachers. 
*Note: All vacation days are counted as days 
absent for attendance policy purposes. A student 
may not exceed 18 days absent. 
Extended Illness 
If a student is absent from school due to an illness, 
they should obtain missed work by contacting their 
teachers directly via e- mail. All teacher e-mail address-
es can be found on the student portal under the grade 
book tab. The teacher will send work directly to the 
students e-mail account unless the teacher indicates 
otherwise. (Edmodo, teacher website, Guidance office 
pick-up, etc.) If you do not have access to a computer, 
contact your guidance counselor to request missed 
work. 
No Credit Status 
When a student has exceeded the number of accepta-
ble absenc- es in the daily register, the student and 
parents will be informed that he/she is being placed on 

“no credit status.” Restoration Process 
Upon obtaining the 19th absence a student may attend 
Satur- day School in order to begin the credit restora-
tion process. 
Two Saturday Schools will absolve one absence. 
Saturday School will alleviate an absence only after a 
student has surpassed the threshold of 18 absences. 
A student that surpasses his or her 24th absence will 
only be permitted to utilize the Credit Restoration Pro-
cess after a review is completed by the building princi-
pal. 
A credit redemption period begins upon the necessity 

 What to do if You are absent 
∆ Keep track of your total absences.  Remember all absences count towards the 18 day 

maximum. 
∆ Bring in a parent note to show your teachers.  This will be required to make up any 

missed work.  Keep this note in a safe place.  Bring any medical or legal documenta-
tion to the attendance office within 48 hours of your return to school. 

 Every Absence Counts Towards the 18 Day Yearly Maximum.   
 

Only under extreme circumstances and with the proper documentation will the following 
absences be considered by administration for possible credit restoration: 
∆ Medical documentation produced within 48 hours of the student’s return to school. 
∆ Mandatory court appearances with a subpoena. 
∆ Certain legal and religious holidays.

State Plan for Drug-Free Schools — The major thrust of the efforts of this district’s drug awareness, prevention and intervention program shall be instruction 
about the harmful effect of controlled dangerous substances as a proactive approach to protecting youth from exposure to society’s drug environment in the 
context of New Jersey’s comprehensive narcotics enforcement strategy.  The board recognizes that there must be cooperative efforts between  parents, the 
schools and the law enforcement agencies in the attempt to discourage and/or control the illegal use of drugs.

The Board prohibits the use, possession and/or distribution of a substance on school premises, at any school activity, and/or in a vehicle provided by the Board of Education. 
 

A student who uses, possesses or distributes a substance will be subject to disciplinary action.  Discipline will be determined by the severity of the offense and may include sus-
pension or expulsion.  Any student suspected of being under the influence will be required to be examined by a physician.

The Southern Regional Board of Education will cooperate with law enforcement drug operations and activities on or near school property in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6:3-6 and 
Drug Free School Zone policies.

Pursuant to the statute as follows: N.J.S.A. 18A:40A-1 et seq.; N.J.A.C. 6:29-6.1 et seq.  It should also be known that any student dealing/using in a Drug- Free Zone is subject to a $500 fine, 100 
hours of community service and revocation of driving privileges.  Minors under the age of 17 who are convicted will have licenses withheld for six months beyond their 17th birthday. 

STUDENT GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE 
Recognizing that all students are entitled to “due process” and that mitigating factors may be involved, any student has the prerogative of request-
ing an appeal of assignment of suspension, expulsion or other penalties applied under these guidelines: 
 
1. Any student who desires to have his/her case or behavior re-evaluated may within five (5) school days request that the building principal re-

view his/her case. 
2. Pursuant to any unfavorable decision by the building principal, the student may within five (5) school days request in writing a hearing before 

the Superintendent of Schools. 
3. Pursuant to any unfavorable decision by the Southern Regional Board of Education, the student may appeal this decision to the New Jersey 

Commissioner of Education within the next ten (10) days.

Emergency Response Plan 
As you may be aware, a portion of this county may be affected in the event of a problem at the Oyster Creek Nuclear Generating Station.  While it is highly un-
likely that a plant condition could warrant protective actions, it is wise that our residents be trained and prepared for the remote possibility.  The State, County 
and your Municipality have combined resources to prepare a detailed plan for any emergency.  This message is a part of a public education program to acquaint 
you with details which affect your school children.  In the event of an emergency, the first action may be IN-PLACE PROTECTION/SHELTERING.  At this level, 
students will remain indoors to reduce or eliminate exposure.  If the plant condition continues, long before the public is in danger, an evacuation will be ordered.  
Specific plans have been developed for transportation, routes, drivers and other resources necessary to remove school children to safe locations.  Your child who 
is registered in grades 7-12 at Southern Regional High School District will be transferred, with adult supervision, to Stockton State College in Pomona where they 
will be registered and cared for until your arrival to pick them up and reunite them with the family.  If you wish to give any other adult authorization to pick up 
your child, please notify school officials and follow their required procedures.

General Information 
The Southern Regional High School District provides computer equipment, computer services, and Internet access to its students 
and staff for educational purposes only. Computers are located in classrooms, labs, mobile labs and libraries. All online activity by 
students and/or staff may be monitored at any time.  
Southern Regional has established procedures to comply with the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA), which mandates that:  

 All computers incorporate technology to protect students from obscene material, child pornography, and other harmful mate-
rial, 

 Student Online activity is monitored, and The distr ict establishes an online safety policy. 
Although Southern Regional uses filtering software, all parties must be aware that filters are imperfect. Material that should not get 
through does get through and material that should not be blocked does get blocked.  
Students or staff who inadvertently access inappropriate material, should notify the supervising teacher or the Technology Depart-
ment so that the site may be blocked and to avoid any problems if the access is picked up during the monitoring process. 
Users who are blocked from accessing sites that are erroneously blocked can request that the site be unblocked. Students can pro-
cess the request through the teachers for whom they are doing work. Teachers may request the unblocking through the technical 
support conference in Outlook. 
These guidelines are provided so that staff, community, student users, and the parents/guardians of students are aware of their 
responsibilities. The district may modify these rules at any time. The signatures at the end of this document are legally binding and 
indicate that the parties who signed have read the terms and conditions carefully, understand their significance, and agree to abide 
by established rules.  
Information Content and Uses of the System  
       The user agrees not to publish on or over the system any information, which violates or infringes upon the rights of any other 
person or any information which would be abusive, profane, or sexually offensive to the average person. The user agrees not to use 
the facilities and capabilities of the system to conduct any business or solicit the performance of any activity that is prohibited by 
law. 
Because Southern Regional provides access to the Internet, students and their parents understand that the district and the system 
administrators have no control over content. The district will provide student access to Internet resources and has taken steps to 
prevent access to objectionable areas, but potential dangers remain. Students and their parents/guardians are advised that some 
systems may contain objectionable or illegal material. Southern Regional and the system administrators do not condone the use of 
such materials and do not permit usage of such materials in the school environment. Students/staff knowingly bringing such materi-
als into the school environment will be dealt with according to the discipline policies of the district. Such activities may result in 
termination of such students’ accounts on the network. At any time, the systems administrator may prohibit the use of smart phones, 
foreign disks, or other devices (i.e., floppy disks, CD-Roms, USB key chains, flash drives etc.) on the district network.  
Online Conduct  
       All users are prohibited from signing in as another user on the network. Any action by a member that is determined by a system 
administrator and/or District Administration to constitute an inappropriate use of network resources or to improperly restrict other 
members from using those resources is strictly prohibited and may result in appropriate action in compliance with the district’s 
discipline code. 
Transmission of material, information, or software in violation of any local, state, or federal law is also prohibited and is a breach of 
the Terms and Conditions. Users and their parents/guardians specifically agree to indemnify the Southern Regional School District 
and the system administrators for any losses, costs, or damages, including reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred by the district relating 
to or arising out of any breach of this section (Online Conduct) by the user.  
Software Libraries  
       Software is provided to all users as a resource. No user may install, update, or download software without the consent of the 
system administrator. Any software having the purpose of damaging other members’ accounts or the district network (e.g., comput-
er viruses) is specifically prohibited. The system administrators, at their sole discretion, reserve the right to refuse posting of files 
and to remove files. The system administrators, at their sole discretion, further reserve the right to immediately terminate the ac-
count or take other action consistent with the district’s discipline code of a member who misuses the software libraries.  
COPPA  
       Under the provisions of COPPA (Children's Online Privacy Protection Act) all commercial web sites must get prior consent 
before children 13 and under are permitted to share any personal information about themselves, or are permitted to use any interac-
tive communication technologies where they would be able to share personal information with others. This includes chat rooms, e-
mail, instant messaging, personal profiles, personal web sites, registration forms, and mailing lists. Although school sites are ex-
empt and may provide these interactive forums for students, we cannot allow students under 13 years of age to visit outside sites 
without parental consent. Both students in this age group and their teachers will be educated as to the provisions of the law and our 
AUP. 
COPPA and Parents  
       COPPA requires expressed parental permission before any web site that can or is able to collect information via interactive 
components, allows children under the age of 13 to access their site. It must secure this permission regardless of whether infor-
mation is collected. Simply having the ability to collect the information requires the parental permission for access. (Consent forms 
sent by parents/guardians via e-mail are not sufficient as parental permission). 
The Southern Regional School District is aware of the provisions of and educates its staff and effected students about their rights 
and responsibilities. By signing this document, you as the parent/guardian are granting permission for your child under the age of 
13 to access such sites as part of the curricular activities of the school. 
COPPA and Students  
       Students under the age of 13 may not visit any web site capable of collecting personal information unless it is for curricular 
reasons and is under the direction or supervision of a teaching staff member of Southern Regional. Students under the age of 13 
visiting such sites without permission or direction will be in violation of this policy. 
Online Safety and Privacy  
       The Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) requires that schools establish an online safety program which is separate from 
this AUP. It details specific measures that the school is taking to ensure the students’ safety while working online. This and other 

curricular documents are available upon request from the office of the superintendent. Staff is reminded to follow safe Internet com-
munications practices outlined below:  

 Never tell anyone personal information about yourself. 

 Never meet anyone in person whom you have met online. 

 Remember to never write any personal things about yourself in your online profile. 

 Be civil and polite online. 

 If people are conducting themselves poorly online, leave and report the conduct. 

 Report any activity that makes you uncomfortable or if someone sends you inappropriate e-mail. 

 Remember that you never really know who the other person is online. 

 Don’t do things online that you know you wouldn’t do in person. 
If you find an inappropriate web site, just click the back button and go somewhere else. 
Electronic Mail  
       Electronic mail (“e-mail”) is an electronic message sent by or to a member in correspondence with another person having Inter-
net mail access. All E-mail messages on the Southern Regional network are the property of the district and may be accessed at 
any time. Messages received by the system are retained on the system until deleted by the recipient or  until they reach the 
expiration date set by the system administrator. 
Southern Regional will provide e-mail accounts to students who require them for curricular/ educational purposes upon their teach-
er’s request. Business, personal entertainment, or other non-educational uses are to be avoided. Student use of outside mail accounts 
or web-based e-mail is prohibited and a violation of this policy. 
A canceled Southern Regional account will not retain its mail. Members are expected to remove old messages in a timely fashion. 
The system administrators may remove such messages if not attended to regularly by the member.  
The Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) mandates that student online activity is monitored. Though appropriate staff does not 
regularly read e-mail, it may be spot checked or monitored electronically.  
It is a violation of this AUP to send mail that is defamatory, abusive, obscene, profane, sexually oriented, threatening, racially offen-
sive, or otherwise illegal. Anyone receiving such mail should refer it to the proper authorities for investigation. Southern Regional 
reserves the right to cooperate fully with local, state, or federal officials in any investigation concerning or relating to any mail trans-
mitted on the Southern Regional network. 
Real-time, interactive communication areas  
       The system administrators, at their sole discretion, reserve the right to immediately terminate the account of a member who 
misuses real-time conference features (talk/chat/Internet/relay chat). 
Disk Usage  
       The system administrators reserve the right to set quotas for disk usage on the system. A user who exceeds his quota will be 
advised to delete files to return to compliance. A user who remains in noncompliance of disk space quotas after seven (7) days of 
notification will have their files removed by a system administrator.  
Security  
       Security on any computer system is a high priority. If a member feels that he can identify a security problem on the system, the 
member must notify a system administrator or @srsd.net. The member should not demonstrate the problem to others. Members may 
not allow others to use their account and password. Attempts to log in to the system using either another member’s account or as a 
system administrator will result in termination of the account. Members should immediately notify a system administrator if a pass-
word is lost or stolen, or if they have reason to believe that someone has obtained unauthorized access to their account. Any member 
identified as a security risk will have his/her account terminated and is subject to other disciplinary action. 
Vandalism  
       Vandalism will result in cancellation of system privileges and other disciplinary measures in compliance with district policy and 
the discipline code. Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy data of another user, the system, or any of the 
agencies or other networks that are connected to the Internet backbone or of doing intentional damage to hardware or software resi-
dent on the system. 
Game Playing and Painting  
       Game playing may be permitted on the Southern Regional system only when the terminal is not needed for other purposes and 
the game conforms to the curricular goals of the district. Permission must be obtained in advance by the teacher in charge. Game 
playing over dial-up links or other inter-machine communication is prohibited. Although drawing and painting have legitimate aca-
demic use, those activities are prohibited when done for recreational purposes. 
Printing  
       The printing facilities of the Southern Regional network should be used judiciously. Unnecessary printing is a drain of the capac-
ity of the networks, adds expense, and shortens the life of the equipment. By developing on-screen proofreading skills and practicing 
proper use of cut and paste techniques, users must conserve printing resources and help the system run more efficiently. 
Privately  Owned  Technology Devices 
       Privately owned technology device refers to any technology hardware or software that is borrowed, purchased, owned and/or 
maintained by the pupil or staff member at no expense to the school or district. 
Privately owned technology devices includes, but is not limited to - any type of computer, wireless phone, electronic reader, tablet, 
video recording device or camera. 
The school district shall assume no responsibility for the security or damage to any privately owned technology device brought to 
school.  
Students may use privately owned technology devices in the classroom at the sole discretion of the classroom teacher. Teachers who 
wish to allow the use of privately owned technology devices shall notify their immediate supervisor as to the nature of this use.  
Any pupil or staff member who uses a privately owned technology device while in school for any purpose must comply with all 
district policies and regulations regarding the acceptable use of computers and technology. 

The Southern Regional School District assumes no responsibility for any privately owned technology device or software 
brought to school by a student or staff member.
